Decision-making will not proceed without a quorum of active voting members. A Quorum will be reached when 51% of active voting members of the Steering Committee are present and of those present, 51% are individuals who represent people or groups of people who live in the Richmond-San Pablo area. A professional and impartial facilitator(s) will be employed to support the steering committee in the overall organization, order and focus of the meeting, resolve conflicts and help reach consensus to ensure the goals and objectives of this charter are met. Achieving full consensus of the steering committee may not always be possible. In the event of an impasse, the co-lead team will be the final decision-makers, carefully weighing the consequences of any decision where there is a lack of consensus. If the co-lead team cannot agree, then the action in question will not proceed. Community Steering Committee members who do not agree with a majority consensus on a decision may submit a minority position statement.

Deliberation Process



• For all votes except charter amendments, the majority vote 
determines the outcome (51% or more) 

• Members who abstain from voting will NOT be counted as 
part of the total number of votes. 

• In a tie, the final decision will be made by the  Co-Lead 
Team. 
• Co-Lead Team members will discuss and take a separate vote to 

determine the outcome, and report back to the Steering 
Committee.
