Amendments to three Refinery rules clarify exemptions, definitions, and requirements for
specific sections of all three rules. Amendments to Rule 6-5 are simply clarifications of original
intent. Amendments to Rule 11-10 reduce monitoring of cooling towers for hydrocarbon leaks
from daily to weekly, with provisions to extend monitoring periods after proving no leaks for an
extended time. Costs for daily monitoring were found to be excessive relative to the potential
hydrocarbon emission reductions. Requirements for cooling tower best management practices
and reporting were eliminated when found to be focused primarily on Process Safety
Management and cooling water chemistry rather than leak detection. Amendments to Rule 12-
15 established thresholds for reporting requirements for non-crude oil feedstock imports, and
processes for handling and securing confidential information were clarified.

13. ANNIVERSARY OF THE 2017 NORTHERN CALIFORNIA WILDFIRES AND
UPDATE ON WILDFIRE PROGRAM DEVELOPMENT

Directors Zane and Wagenknecht gave opening remarks, describing the wildfire events that occurred in
their jurisdictions in Sonoma and Napa Counties, as well as lessons learned. Jack P. Broadbent,
Executive Officer/Air Pollution Control Officer (APCO), introduced four staff members to give this
presentation. Wayne Kino, Deputy APCO of Operations, Eric Stevenson, Director of Meteorology and
Measurement, Dr. Judith Cutino, Health Officer, and Lisa Fasano, Communications Officer, gave the
staff presentation Anniversary of the 2017 Northern California Wildfires and Update on Wildfire
Program Development, including: overview; outline; 2017 North Bay Wildfires; Yolo County fire in
June 2018; statewide fires on Sunday, July 19, 2018; summaries of daily average Particulate Matter
(PM)25 concentrations from those incidents; fires visible from space; wildfire smoke compared to
ambient PM2s; smoke health impacts; studies on health effects; improving understanding and
communication; 2018 wildfire season; summer 2018 CalFire incidents; lessons learned; actions to date
and example; and next steps.

how and when temporary air monitors are deployed during wildfire season and wildfire incidents; the
fact that clean rooms in homes and commercial buildings depend on electricity, which is not reliable in
emergency situations; the fact that any and all counties are at risk of wildfire damage; the need to educate
the public on how wood smoke and PM affects human health, specifically touching on impacts that are
not widely mentioned, such as cerebral effects; the need for clean air centers in civic buildings, and the
suggestion that the Air District partners with state fire agencies and California Building Standards
Commission code to enforce that need; the need to clearly define the roles of emergency response teams,
as multiple agencies and organizations are involved in emergency situations; the need for the Board
members to clearly understand the Air District’s role and objectives so that the Board members can
effectively and accurately communicate them to their jurisdictions; the suggestion of the creation of a
health guidance document that focuses on wood smoke recommendations for residents, prior to the
adoption of anticipated District regulation regarding wood smoke; the efficacy of the Association of
Bay Area Public Health Officers, and ways to improve the circulation of information between County
Public Health Officers; the need for forest-thinning to reduce wildfire risk; the suggestion that the Board
creates a Health Care Services Committee; the Air District’s anticipation of hosting a health conference;
and the Air and Waste Management Association’s Wildfires and Air Quality Conference, scheduled
for February 14, 2019 in Santa Rosa, and the possibility of Director Zane hosting or giving a keynote
address.

Revisions for the 0.070 Parts Per Million Federal 8-Hour Ozone Standard

The Board will consider adopting revisions to the California Infrastructure State Implementation
Plan (SIP) for the 0.070 parts per million federal 8-hour ozone standard. The revisions address
requirements that California demonstrates it has the necessary infrastructure — meaning the
authority to adopt, implement, and enforce regulations, and sufficient personnel and

resources — to meet the federal ozone standard as revised in 2015. Infrastructure SIPs include
an "interstate transport" assessment of potential pollution impacts between upwind/downwind
states.

Human Resources

The Human Resources (HR) Office conducted 14 recruitment exams, including exams for: Air
Quality Technician 1/11, Assistant Counsel I/11, Assistant Manager (2), Director/Officer (3),
Human Resources Analyst, Radio Telephone Operator, Senior Executive Secretary, Senior
Human Resources Analyst, Senior Staff Specialist, Statistician, and Supervising Staff Specialist.
In addition, the HR Office offered six training sessions, including: Excel Pivot Tables,
Intermediate Microsoft Word, Bay Area Air Quality Management District (Air District) 101,
Develop Strategic Agility, Embracing Generational Diversity and Succession Planning, and
Preventing Workplace Harassment, Discrimination, and Retaliation. The HR Office continues to
administer payroll, benefits, safety/worker’s compensation, labor/employee relations, and wellness
activities. There are currently 354 regular employees, 11 temporary employees and interns, and
50 budgeted vacant positions. There were 21 new employees, 14 promotions, and 18 separations
from July to September 2018.

Business Office

The Business Office issued 455 purchase orders, executed 120 contracts and five leases/licenses.
There were five requests for proposals/qualifications issued during this period.

Fleet and Facilities Office

Fleet services disposed of eight wvehicles, acquired six vehicles, and sent 46 vehicles for
maintenance and/or body shop repairs. There were 246 vehicle requests (95 from Metropolitan
Transportation Commission (MTC) staff and 151 from Air District staff), of which 206 were pool
vehicles and 40 were Enterprise car rentals. There were 12 cancelled requests. There are currently
123 fleet vehicles: three electric, two hydrogen fuel cell, 41 plug-in hybrids, 22 gas, 12 CNG, and
43 hybrids. Facilities received 51 Workspeed requests, facilitated eight furniture orders and




completed 82 ad-hoc projects/tasks. Facilities performs daily maintenance of the coffee machines,
replenishes coffee and tea supplies in the Air District coffee bar and pantries, and replenishes
office supplies in the copy/supply rooms.

Diversity, Equity & Inclusion Office

The Office of Diversity, Equity & Inclusion (DE&I) focused on five functional areas; cultural
awareness communications and activities, human resource strategies, Assembly Bill 617
involvement, website development, and Government Alliance on Race and Equity (GARE)
participation.

Cultural Awareness Communications and Activities: The Office of DE&I continues to
provide the content and creative design in the diversity section of the Air District’s internal bi-
weekly newsletter. Within the newsletter, information was included regarding heritage month
observations such as Hispanic Heritage Month. In addition, the Office of DE&I launched its first
Employee Perspective page designed to share employees’ perspectives on a host of topics
encouraging healthy discussions. The inaugural edition, focused on Hispanic Heritage Month and
featured Air District employees of Hispanic origin. Also, within the newsletter, the Office of
DE&I shared diversity best practices information such as, “How DE&I Initiatives Help an
Organization Keep a Competitive Human Resource Advantage.” This piece included items such
as improving company culture, boosting morale, and encouraging teamwork.

In honor of National Disability Employee Awareness Month, the Office of
DE&I provided content regarding Disability Awareness and included an
Employee Perspective section featuring Susan Manalo, Air Quality
Technician 11, in the Compliance & Enforcement division.

Additionally, the Office of DE&I represented the Air District at Caltrans’
District 4 Annual National Disability Employment Awareness event. The
Office of DE&I provided an overview of the Air District’s Office of
Diversity, Equity & Inclusion, including the collaborative work with our
partner agencies and GARE.

| DBuwt Cwerincluded content in the newsletter regarding the significance of breast
/‘ .- cancer awareness, including health screening recommendations. The
s Office of DE&I held its first Breast Cancer Awareness Month event where
TmmssREEEeese=TT e invited all employees from the Air District and MTC to “Wear It Pink”
on Wednesday, October 24, 2018. Those who were unable to wear pink,
were provided lapel pins/ribbons, stickers and bracelets. Decorations,
banners, and mints were placed on floors five through eight in the coffee
bar areas. The event concluded with employees gathering on each of the
floors for pink cupcakes and an opportunity to reflect on relatives, friends,
and colleagues who have and have not survived breast cancer. As expected, the event was well
received and emotional for employees at both agencies.

Human Resource Strategies: The Office of DE&I began to discuss the Air District’s current
internship opportunities and strategies with our Human Resources Office. The goal is to ensure
that there is a diversity component within the internship process. The Office of DE&lI interviewed
the current diverse set of summer interns and featured them in the bi-weekly newsletter.

After evaluating Air District employee demographic data, the Office of DE&I worked with
Human Resources to identify additional outreach efforts to attract diverse candidates throughout
the year. The Office of DE&I has represented the Air District at the City of Oakland Job Fair and
Career Exposition, Stanford University Career Fair, and UC Berkeley Civil and Environmental
Engineering Career Fair, held on campus at each university. Our team had the opportunity to
speak with potential future employees regarding job opportunities at the Air District, answered
Air District career related questions and spent additional time with candidates on resume writing
skills.

Assembly Bill (AB) 617: The Office of DE&I has begun to participate in AB 617 discussions
with our internal Air District team. Thus far, we have worked on assisting in public facing
inclusive language and are a contributor in on-going discussions on capacity building in
communities of color.

Website Development: The Office of DE&I worked with the Web Development team to outline,
design and launch the Air District’s first Diversity, Equity & Inclusion webpage. The new page is
in the, “About the Air District” section of our public facing website.

Government Alliance on Race and Equity (GARE): The DE&I team continues to participate
in the planning and actionable items for the GARE team as well as the GARE educational sessions
held in Oakland. As members of the GARE team, the Office of DE&I made presentations at the
Deputy Executive and Planning Directors meeting, the Bay Area Regional Collaborative (BARC)
Executive Directors meeting and at the BARC Board meeting on the team’s strategic plan, goals,
and next steps.

Enforcement Program

Air District Staff documented 189 air pollution violations that resulted in Notice of Violations
(NOV) and responded to 1,499 general air pollution complaints. These activities addressed
noncompliance with applicable Federal, State and Air District regulations, and provided a
mechanism for the public to voice their concerns about air pollution issues that might be in
noncompliance status. Additionally, highlighted enforcement activities for the quarter are as
follows:

Following the fire in April 2018 and smoldering event in June 2018, at Tesla Inc., Air District
staff have been conducting inspections at Tesla’s North Paint Shop, Assembly and Touch-Up
Operations. Air District staff are in the process of reviewing Tesla’s permit applications and
evaluating previously unpermitted coating operations, including all coatings, solvents, and
adhesives used at the facility. Since July 2018, three NOVs have been issued to Tesla, Inc., two
violations for failure to obtain Air District permits for assembly and touch-up operations and one
violation for failure to comply with recordkeeping requirements.

On July 6, 2018, at 2:30 am, Shell Martinez Refinery (Shell) reported a compressor fire at its
Hydrocracker Unit, requiring an immediate shutdown of the unit. During the shutdown process,
Shell discovered the pilots on the Light Oil Processing (LOP) flare were extinguished and failed to
re-ignite. Air District staff arrived on scene at 4:45 am and did not observe any odors downwind
of the facility. The Air District did not receive any complaints and downwind ground-level
monitors did not detect hydrogen sulfide or sulfur dioxide. This incident resulted in a violation of
Air District Regulation 12-11-503 (not maintaining a continuous burning flare pilot).

On July 31, 2018, Air District staff met with representatives from several agencies, including:
California Fish and Wildlife, Contra Costa County Hazmat, Contra Costa County Planning
Department, Code Enforcement and the Contra Costa County District Attorney’s Office to
discuss on-going environmental violations occurring at the Pinole-Rodeo Auto Wreckers
Company, located in Rodeo, California. The Air District currently has two regulatory issues with
this facility: the improper handling of recovered gasoline, which has led to fires at the site, and the
use of an unpermitted car crusher powered by an unpermitted diesel engine that is in violation of
an open abatement order that was issued by the Air District’s Hearing Board in 2012.

In August 2018, Stratford School, a new private school opened in Fremont offering classes from
preschool to 8th grade. Due to the school’s location next to Tri-City Rock, a concrete batch
plant, families of students have filed complaints alleging dust and visible emissions from the
facility. In September 2018, Air District Enforcement staff issued a NOV for a permit limit
exceedance. The facility submitted a permit application to the Air District requesting an increase
in the permit limit and the application is currently under review by the Air District’s Engineering
Division.




On August 15, 2018, Air District staff participated in a joint compliance inspection at Lehigh
Southwest Cement (Lehigh), a Portland cement manufacturer and quarry, with the California Air
Resources Board (CARB). CARB’s preliminary assessment of the Air District’s inspection and
complaint handling of the Lehigh facility was positive. The final report from CARB is expected
4th quarter 2018.

On August 15, 2018, Air District staff determined the Mission Bay Development Group, San
Francisco, failed to maintain adequate moisture of exposed disturbed soil at its naturally occurring
asbestos infrastructure project site and was cited for a violation of the state’s Asbestos Airborne
Toxic Control Measure for Construction, Grading, Quarrying, and Surface Mining Operations.

On September 18, 2018, Air District staff conducted an odor survey and monitored for Hydrogen
Sulfide (H2S) and Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCSs) in and around the Sewerage Agency of
Southern Marin (SASM) and Mill Valley Middle School (MVMS). The monitoring was in
response to recent odor complaints from concerned MVVMS parents about SASM, a wastewater
treatment plant across the street from the school. Staff detected no offsite odors beyond 200 feet
of the plant and instrument readings for H2S and VOCs were insignificant. As a precaution, staff
requested further air monitoring, including real time air sampling for H2S with the Air District’s
monitoring van and grab samples using Silco lined canisters for October 2018.

Compliance Assurance

Air District staff conducted over 2,585 inspections of permitted facilities, gasoline dispensing
stations, asbestos demolition and renovation jobs, open burning, portable equipment and mobile
sources. Additionally, highlighted inspection activities for the quarter are as follows:

On July 8, 2018, at approximately 10:00 am, Shell experienced a unit upset at the Catalytic
Cracking Unit (CCU). Decreased air in an air blower, lead to a pressure drop in the system that
prevents Hydrocarbons (HC) from entering the Electrostatic Precipitators (ESPs) located
downstream. To prevent HC from entering the ESPs and creating an explosive environment, the
ESPs were automatically shut down, leaving all three Carbon Monoxide Boilers unabated. All
three Carbon Monoxide Boilers exceeded Air District opacity standards during this incident.

Since July 11, 2018, Air District staff received and responded to complaints due to H2S odor
emanating from Tesoro Refinery’s (Tesoro) oxidation pond. Complaints were confirmed to that
source. Tesoro attempted to improve the biological conditions of the pond via aeration and inputs
of hydrogen peroxide to decrease the generation of H2S. No ground-level monitor excesses were
recorded.

On July 13, 2018, Chevron Avon Terminal (Chevron) filed for a short-term variance (Docket
#3711) to allow the use of the Internal Floating Roof (IFR) tank, Tk-104, while continuing to
operate with a compromised secondary seal, in violation of Air District Regulation, Storage of
Organic Liquids, Secondary Seal Requirements. The findings of the investigation were
inconclusive, and the root cause remains unknown. Air District staff determined that insufficient



information was presented to support the short-term variance request and Chevron withdrew their
request.

On August 16, 2018, Air District staff toured cannabis grow operations in Sonoma County
accompanied by Sonoma County staff. Cannabis grow operations and the subsequent
downstream manufacturing operations, where the cannabis is transformed into other products, are
continuing to expand throughout the Bay Area. Air District staff was fact gathering to learn what
Air District rules and regulations may apply to the various processes.

Air District staff investigated smoke complaints alleging tug boat operations at the Maritime
Museum, San Francisco. The investigation determined that the Museum operated a historic
vessel tug boat (Tug Boat Hercules) once per month for maintenance purposes that was powered
by a boiler and fueled primarily by heavy fuel oil. Air District staff determined Tug Boat Hercules
was exempt from the State’s Commercial Harbor Craft rule (Title 17 CCR 8§ 93118), but subject
to Air District Regulation 6, Rule 1, Visible Emissions and Regulation 1, Section 301, Public
Nuisance. Compliance assistance was provided to museum representatives.

Compliance Assistance and Operations Program

Air District Staff received and evaluated over 1,845 plans, petitions, and notifications required by
the asbestos, coatings, open burn, tank and flare regulations. Staff received and responded to
over 65 compliance assistance inquiries and green business review requests. Highlighted
compliance assistance activities for the quarter also included the following:

On July 19, 2018, staff participated in the quarterly South Bay Odor Stakeholder Group
(SBOSG) meeting with representatives from the City of Fremont and City of Milpitas,
CalRecycle, Republic Services, community representatives, the San Jose Local Enforcement
Agency (LEA), and representatives Assembly Member Kansen Chu, Senator Bob Wieckowski
and Congressman Ro Khanna’s offices. The group continued discussions regarding the
development of a regional odor study and was scheduled to reach out to Santa Clara County to
request help with administering funds for the study, fully paid for by Republic Services as a
requirement per the City of San Jose’s Conditional Use Permit. SBOSG members are expecting to
work collaboratively to develop an odor study to help understand regional odor sources and their
impacts to the Milpitas community.

On July 31, 2018, Air District staff accompanied CARB staff on site visits to chrome plating
facilities. Staff visited Global Plating located in Fremont and Babbitt Plating and SJ Valley Plating,
located in San Jose. In anticipation of upcoming amendments to the Chrome Plating Airborne
Toxic Control Measure (ATCM) in 2019, the purpose of the site visits was to gather information,
collect dust samples and determine whether additional ambient source testing for hexavalent
chrome and other metals should be conducted.

On September 13, 2018, Air District staff met with Republic Services and their consultants to
discuss Newby Island’s Authority to Construct application for the proposed design of the
Materials Recovery Facility (MRF), following Republic’s 2017 commitment to the Air District to



abate and enclose the building to reduce VOC emissions and odor impacts in the Milpitas
community. The Air District is awaiting Republic Services’ submission of a permit application
with the proposed engineering designs for a comprehensive review of mass emissions estimates,
Best Available Controls Technologies (BACT) and cost analyses.

On September 27, 2018, Air District staff attended the Contra Costa County Hazardous Material
Commission meeting regarding coal and petroleum coke emissions from the Levine Terminals at
the Port of Richmond. Air District staff made a brief presentation on the development of new Air
District particulate regulations. Air District Board of Director Mark Ross sits on the Commission
and was present at the meeting. Several of the Commission members expressed displeasure with
the disparity in the permitted emission levels of coke dust allowed at the Levine Terminal in
Richmond relative to the much newer coke handling facility built in Pittsburg in the 1990s. Air
District Staff explained that the Pittsburg facility was built much more recently than the Levine
Terminal in Richmond, and it was required to be completely enclosed as a best available control
technology (BACT) requirement.

The burn season for stubble burning began September 1, 2018 and will continue through
December 31, 2018. Staff have processed two burn notifications and allocated 180 acres to date.

Staff approved one prescribed burn smoke management plan in Contra Costa County.
A compliance advisory was posted on the Air District’s website regarding rental properties within
natural gas service areas. Effective November 1, 2018, all rental properties in areas with natural

gas service are required to have a permanently-installed form of heat that does not burn solid fuel.

Air District staff completed the data verification and posting of refinery flare monitoring data
through July 2018.

Air District staff conducted the following inspections for the Strategic Incentives Division (SID):
88 projects and 168 engines.

TECHNOLOGY IMPLEMENTATION OFFICE
R. CHIANG, OFFICER

The Technology Implementation Office’s (TI10O) mission is to connect climate technologies and
customers by providing financial incentives (through grants and loans) as well as technical and
matchmaking support.

Climate Tech Finance

The loan and partnerships program for climate technologies for Bay Area industrial facilities has
been branded as the Climate Tech Finance program (http://www.baagmd.gov/CTF). To prepare
to launch this program publicly, Air District staff:
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Completed the Climate Technology Review, an assessment of 188 technologies that reduce
greenhouse gas emissions for industrial facilities. Information on technology readiness, costs,
technical and market barriers, and potential for emissions reductions is organized in an Excel
matrix that the Air District will maintain and use to prioritize the technologies supported
through Climate Tech Finance. For 33 high-priority technologies, staff recommended the best
course of action, such as incentives, rule development, and/or outreach.

The Air District and the California Infrastructure and Economic Development Bank (IBank)
are finalizing an agreement to offer loans for public sector facilities and loan guarantees for
private sector facilities, authorized by the Air District Board (August 1, 2018). This
collaboration will allow the Air District to provide matchmaking and technical evaluations that
expand the IBank’s customer base and finance eligible greenhouse gas reduction technologies.

Outreach materials, webinars, and promotional events were developed and planned in
preparation for launching the Climate Tech Finance Program in November 2018.

This initial loan program will have $4 million available from the Air District for loans and loan
guarantees for technology categories based on the results of the Climate Technology Review.

Clean Cars for All

Clean Cars for All provides incentives for low income households in Bay Area disadvantaged
communities to retire older, high-polluting vehicles and replace them with a newer, cleaner vehicle
or with alternative transportation options.

Staff are developing operating procedures, website, and partnerships with dealers, vehicle
scrappers, Clipper Card, and a provider of a transportation credit card for a soft launch of the
program in December 2018. After the application processes are piloted during the soft launch,
a Bay Area-wide launch is planned for 2019 Quarter One.

GRID Alternatives, an Oakland-based non-profit that specializes in community engagement
for low-income residents in the energy sector, was selected through a Request for Proposals
(RFP) and approved by the Air District Board (August 1, 2018) to provide one-on-one
assistance to applicants.

Fluxx, Inc., a San Francisco-based software vendor, was selected through an RFP to
configure, test, and support the grant management system and provide training to Air District
staff.

A grant from California Air Resources Board (CARB) is providing $5 Million for the two-
year program. The Air District is also in discussions with CARB and other organizations who
may be interested in providing additional funding to expand this program.

Charge! Program for Electric VVehicle (EV) Infrastructure

In preparation for reopening the Charge! program in 2018 Quarter four, staff updated the
program guidelines based on updated cost-effectiveness calculations and previous experiences
with applicants and grantees.

Clean Fleets Program for Light Duty Zero Emissions Vehicles

The zero-emissions vehicle fleet grant program opened on August 28, 2018, branded as the Clean
Fleets Program (http://www.baagmd.gov/cleanfleets). The program outreach is ongoing for high-
mileage fleets to purchase or lease new vehicles, e.g. car-sharing, taxis, ride-sharing, police
departments, and parking enforcement.

EV Outreach and Partnerships

New grant funding from the Federal Highway Administration and CalTrans has allowed the Air
District to specifically dedicate time and resources to EV outreach and partnerships that will
support and enhance the EV incentives programs.

e Staff are developing outreach materials, conducting analyses on the Bay Area EV market
trends, updating the 2013 EV readiness plan, and conducting stakeholder workshops about
their needs for EV related resources and activities.

Climate Tech Marketplace and Network

As part of the Global Climate Action Summit, on September 13, 2018, the Air District organized
the Climate Tech Marketplace, a networking and expo event to connect business and government
customers with innovative climate technologies and to highlight the Air District’s role as a
matchmaker for new climate technologies.

e This event featured over 30 technology exhibitors and attracted over 275 attendees, including
businesses, government officials, investors, industry accelerators, and technology companies.

e To continue the technology matchmaking efforts, staff are planning for the first Climate Tech
Network event in January, to bring relevant industry, facility, local government, and finance
partners together to review climate technology and partnership opportunities.

Technology Demonstration Projects

Staff are managing ongoing technology demonstration projects with:
e Sustainable Energy Accelerators — renewable hydrogen feasibility study

e MyGreenCar — electric vehicle cost-benefit app

Energy Projects

Chevron Refinery, Richmond: The Chevron Richmond Refinery proposes to install
supplemental natural gas pipelines, valves, meters and controls to the following flares in order to
meet the flare control efficiency requirements of Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) new
Maximum Available Control Technology (MACT) flare standards, National Emission Standards
for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) 40 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 63 Part CC,
which will be effective on January 30, 2019.

The permit for the modifications at S-6010 High Level Flare, LSFO; S-6012 V-282 South
Isomax Flare; S-6013 V-281 North Isomax Flare; S-6015 Refinery Waste Gas Flare; S-6016 V-
731 FCC Flare; S-6019 V-732 Alky-Poly Flare; S-6039 V-3501 Lube Flare was issued and a
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Notice of Exemption (NOE) was filed with Contra
Costa County on July 3, 2018.

The refinery proposes to install supplemental natural gas pipelines, valves, meters and controls to
the new hydrogen plant flare system. The permit for the modifications was issued and an NOE
was filed with Contra Costa County on August 13, 2018.

Tesoro Refinery, Martinez: The Tesoro Refinery applied to modify the refinery flares to meet
both Consent Decree requirements and EPA's new MACT CC flare standards, NESHAP 40 CFR
63 Part CC. Tesoro proposes to install supplemental natural gas pipelines, valves, controls and
related monitoring to the existing flare systems. No changes to the flare tips will be required.
Tesoro will install two systems. One will service the main, cascading flares (S-853, S-944, S-945,
S-992, S-1012, S-1517 and S-1524) and the other will service the S-1524 50 Unit flare. The
EPA requirements ensure a 98% destruction efficiency for steam assisted flares. The permit for
the modifications was issued and an NOE was filed with Contra Costa County on July 3, 2018.

The Tesoro Refinery applied to install a H,S Caustic Scrubbing System that will be used to
remove H,S from flare gas during an upcoming refinery turnaround of the No. five Gas Plant and
Delayed Coker Unit. An NOE was filed with Contra Costa County and an Authority to Construct
was issued on September 7, 2018.
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Phillips 66 San Francisco Refinery, Rodeo: Phillips 66 applied to increase their daily
throughput at the Unicracker complex (S-307 and S-434) by 4,000 barrels. The project was
covered under a previous Environmental Impact Report (EIR) completed for Phillips 66 Clean
Fuels Expansion Project. A Notice of Determination was filed with Contra Costa County and the
permit was issued on August 16, 2018.

Permits and Projects

Chemtrade West US LLC, Richmond: Chemtrade applied for an alteration of the existing
sulfuric acid plant to replace absorption towers and associated equipment and for exemptions for
several sulfuric acid tanks. An NOE has been filed with Contra Costa County and a permit was
issued on July 3, 2018.

Noe Valley Coffee Company, San Francisco: Noe Valley has applied for a new coffee roaster
(Application 29148). Staff has determined that the facility’s land use permit will require a
modification in order for the facility to install this coffee roaster. The City and County of San
Francisco (CCSF) is the CEQA lead agency for this project. No final action will be taken on this
permit until after the CCSF completes and certifies its CEQA process.

Newby Island Landfill Facility, Milpitas: Staff met with Newby’s management and the South
Bay Odor Stakeholders Group (SBOSG) on July 19, 2018. Staff discussed Newby’s lack of
progress on submitting plans to expand and abate the Material Recovery Facility (MRF),
operational concerns at the Covered Aerated Static Pile (CASP) Composting Operations,
compliance issues that may impact the landfill expansion application, and recent increase in
nighttime odor complaints. Staff will continue to work with Newby on the source testing
protocol for the CASP composting process. SBOSG continued discussions on how best to
conduct an area wide odor study and will seek input from Santa Clara County. The annual
Publicly-Owned Treatment Works (POTW) biosolids removal and transfer to the Newby will
occur in September 2018 or October 2018. Republic is preparing for this event with additional
odor control surfactants and plans to cover this material immediately upon receipt. The POTW’s
plans to eliminate this odorous material transfer to the landfill are at least a decade away from
implementation. SBOSG is frustrated at the lack of participation in this group by the POTW and
other potential odor sources, such as ZWED.

Engineering, Compliance & Enforcement, and Legal staff met with Republic Services on August
23, 2018, to discuss the lack of progress on their expansion and abatement of the Material
Recovery Facility (MRF), which is needed to prevent odor public nuisances and meet Best
Available Control Technology (BACT) requirements. The Air District was expecting to receive a
detailed modification of Application 27073 in June 2018 that would include: a building expansion,
ventilation system improvements, and abatement of all exhaust points. Republic Services re-
committed to abating the MRF operations and stated that they would meet to discuss their current
draft plans on a regular basis and provide the modified application by December 2018.
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Republic Services presented revised drafts of the building enclosure and abatement plans for the
Newby Island MRF to Compliance and Enforcement and Engineering staff on September 13,
2018. We discussed alternative proposals and the basis for the current plans including a draft
BACT analysis. Staff identified deficiencies with the MRF emissions inventory and BACT
analyses.

In response to Air District comments on Republic’s September 13, 2018 presentation, Republic
Services submitted updated emission inventory calculations and BACT analyses for the Material
Recovery Facility. Engineering staff is reviewing these submittals. In addition, Compliance and
Enforcement staff is investigating new odor complaints regarding this facility.

On October 19, 2018, the Air District received a revised application proposal package from
Republic Services. Engineering staff are reviewing the package and performing an application
completeness determination.

AB&I Foundry, Oakland: Three applications for an Authority to Construct and/or Permit to
Operate (Applications No. 28078, 28208, and 28864) were approved on August 1, 2018.
Application No. 28078 is for Source 64, Automatic Tundish Pouring System, which will replace
Source Eight Metal Induction Furnace on the DISAMATIC (DISA) 2013 pouring line. DISA is
an automatic production line used for fast manufacturing of sand molds for sand casting of metal
(gray iron). Application No. 28208 is for sources S-65 through S-71, No Bake Sand System, and
S-52, Sand Molding System. Application No. 28864 is for Source 85, No-Bake Sand Mold and
Core Coating and Mold Release Operations with Natural Gas Light-Off. An NOE for the three
applications has been submitted to the Alameda County Clerk and the permits were issued on
August 1, 2018.

California Air Pollution Control Officers Association (CAPCOA) Air Toxics and Risk
Managers Committee (TARMAC): Staff participated in the August 21, 2018 CAPCOA
TARMAC conference call. EPA informed that the National Air Toxics Assessment data based on
the 2014 emissions inventory will become available on August 22, 2018. CARB provided updates
on the chrome plating Air Toxic Control Measure (ATCM), Gasoline Dispensing Facility (GDF)
Risk Assessment Guidelines, At Berth regulation and the AB 2588 Emissions Inventory Control
Guidelines. Other items discussed included: AB 617 update and the Vapor recovery sub-
committee update.

CAPCOA Engineering Managers Committee: Staff participated in the August 20, 2018 and
August 21, 2018, meeting in Davis, California. Items discussed included: Updates from CARB
(E-noticing guidance, Potential litigation over federal landfill rules, Composting white paper,
Utility wildfire power shutdown program ATCM implications), Updates from EPA (Regulatory
updates, Other topics), AB 617 Updates (CARB’s Technology Clearinghouse, the proposed
Criteria Pollutant and Toxic Air Contaminants Reporting Regulation (CTR), and the Air Districts’
progress implementing AB 617), cannabis-related activities, air curtain incinerators, Wine
Fermentation Tanks, Power Plant Permitting, and new BACT determinations made by
Sacramento Metropolitan Air Quality Management District.
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National Association of Clean Air Agencies (NACAA) Permitting and New Source Review
Committee: Staff responded to a NACAA Title V Fee Survey, which examined how state and
local air agencies are currently managing permit fees under Title VV of the Clean Air Act. The
survey is expected to be useful to agencies that may be re-evaluating their Title V fee structures.
On July 11, 2018, staff participated in a conference call of the NACAA Permitting and New
Source Review Committee. Topics discussed during the call included: Updated Title V fee and
program evaluation guidance from EPA and the NACAA 2018 Title V Fees Survey.

Bay Area Clean Water Agencies (BACWA): Staff held a meeting of the Bay Area Clean Water
Agencies (sewage treatment plants) on August 6, 2018. About 20 persons from the sewage
treatment plants attended the meeting. Engineering, Rule Development and Technology
Implementation Office (TIO) staff also attended. Staff presented information on the methane
strategy, AB 617, Rule 11-18, TI1O’s loan program, and temporary permits. Central Contra Costa
Sanitary District gave a presentation on preparing an internal health risk assessment in preparation
for Rule 11-18 compliance.

Organics Recovery and Diversion: CAPCOA, CARB, and CalRecycle held a joint workshop in
Sacramento on August 21, 2018, to present and solicit comments on the draft white paper entitled
“Composting in California: Addressing Air Quality Permitting and Regulatory Issues for
Expanding Infrastructure.” This workshop included an air district panelists discussion. Staff
answered questions about permitting requirements, permitting procedures, timelines, new source
review requirements, and offset availability in their respective air districts. A second workshop
was held in Southern California on August 24, 2018. Final comments on the draft white paper
were due by September 24, 2018.

Industry Wide Health Risk Assessment Guidelines for Gas Dispensing Facilities (GDFs):
Staff is participating with CARB and CAPCOA to update the Industry Wide Health Risk
Assessment Guidelines for GDFs. Staff are commenting on draft emission calculation procedures
and developing updated air dispersion modeling guidance. Modeling runs will be conducted for
seven different gas station configurations using at least four different meteorological data sets to
produce HRA results look-up tables.

U.S. EPA Section 105 Grant: Section 105 of the Clean Air Act authorizes EPA to provide
grants to “air pollution control agencies,” which are defined to include local agencies “with
responsibility for enforcing ordinances or laws relating to the prevention and control of air
pollution.” Staff coordinated with other divisions on the review and completion of the Air
District’s 105 Grant Year-End Report, then submitted the report to EPA Region 9 on October
18, 2018. The Air District’s Clean Air Act 105 funding requires mid-year and year-end reporting
to EPA on activities performed and completed.

Stanford University: Staff met with Professor Bartholomeusz and six students to discuss issues
on making and using renewable natural gas (RNG). The process involves purifying waste gas to
produce a gas that meets pipeline or transportation natural gas specifications. The seminar is
called the “TomKat Impact Fellows.”
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Government Alliance on Race & Equity: Staff continues to participate in training to gain
understanding of the role of government in relation to racial equity and to identify opportunities to
advance racial equity within government. Staff attends monthly training workshops to further
understand the role of government in relation to racial equity.

Safety Training: In August 2018, staff attended a comprehensive review of basic safety
awareness and practices involving various physical hazards that maybe encountered during site
visits of the regulated community.

Rule Development and Implementation

Regulation 11, Rule 18, Reduction of Risk from Air Toxic Emissions at Existing Facilities:
On September 11, 2018, the Air District sent data requests to 12 sites that are potentially subject
to Regulation 11, Rule 18. These facilities will need to review and update their current toxic
emissions inventory and emissions release data, which will be used in the facility-wide health risk
assessment for these sites. Currently, the Air District has received data from one facility and is
validating this data prior to conducting the facility-wide health risk assessment.

Heavy Liquid Study: Staff is working with Legal, Enforcement, and Rule Development to
improve average emission factors for fugitive emission leaks from heavy liquid service
components. All five refineries have finished the screening portion while four have finished the
mass sampling (bagging) portion. Mass sampling of heavy liquid components will continue
November 5, 2018, followed by sampling for the Lube Oil Study. The Air District has requested
all laboratory results of mass emissions testing conducted to date.

Regulation 12, Rule 15: Petroleum Refining Emissions Tracking: All five refineries and their
support facilities submitted their 2017 Annual Emissions Inventories required by Regulation 12-
15-401 the week of June 30, 2018. Staff is reviewing these submittals for deficiencies. Preliminary
reviews indicate that subsequent deficiency letters will be issued to each facility. The deadline to
issue the deficiency letters is November 8, 2018.

California Assembly Bill 617: Staff continues to implement AB 617, including participation on
the Best Available Retrofit Control Technology (BARCT), BACT, and Emissions Inventory
subcommittees with CARB and other air districts. Staff participated in several conference calls
with CARB and other local air districts to discuss questions about CARB’s interim AB 617
Technology Clearinghouse. Staff reviewed the accuracy of CARB’s draft interim BACT
guidelines database for the Bay Area, which was made publicly-available on its webpage on
September 27, 2018. Staff reviewed a draft criteria and air toxics emissions inventory regulation
and provided written comments to CARB on September 28, 2018. Staff is working with an inter-
divisional team to develop permit ideas to further reduce air pollutant emissions and exposure for
communities.  Staff participates in three AB 617 workgroups: West Oakland Action Plan,
Monitoring Plan, and Community Prioritization Plan. Staff also participates in the weekly AB 617
Implementation workgroup meetings as part of the project oversight team.

The Air District Counsel’s Office received 283 violations reflected in Notices of Violation
(NOVs) for processing.

Mutual Settlement Program staff-initiated settlement discussions regarding civil penalties for 182
violations reflected in NOVs. In addition, two Final 30-Day Letters were sent regarding civil
penalties for two violations. Finally, settlement negotiations resulted in collection of $192,725 in
civil penalties for 155 NOVs.

Air District Counsel’s initiated settlement discussions regarding civil penalties for 24 violations
reflected in NOVs. Settlement negotiations by counsel resulted in collection of $20,850 in civil
penalties for 14 violations reflected in NOVs.

Air Quality

Staff continued to implement Assembly Bill 617, the Community Health Protection Program with
the Kick-off meeting of the West Oakland Action Plan Steering Committee at Oakland City Hall
with speakers Mayor Libby Schaff, Port Board President Cestra “Ces” Butler, Councilmember
Lynette Gibson McElhaney, Co-Directors of the West Oakland Environmental Indicators Project
Ms. Margaret Gordon and Brian Beveridge. Staff also coordinated the September West Oakland
Action Plan Steering Committee meeting where members and the public discussed the Steering
Committee Charter, anticipated elements of a community action plan, conducted an exercise on air
pollution source types within the community, discussed “Citizen Science” methodologies on how to
identify and verify air pollution sources within the community, conducted an interactive mapping
exercise to locate sources of air pollution within the community. Staff prepared and finalized a draft
of the Public Process for Determination of Recommended Communities report, to the California Air
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Resources Board (CARB) which identified communities for potential future year action plans and
air monitoring plans. Staff met with and provided comments to CARB on their draft Community
Air Protection Program Blueprint guidance document. Staff participated in meetings responding to
comments from Communities for a Better Environment on the selection process for the
communities identified for action plans and air monitoring in Richmond and East Oakland. Staff
prepared a presentation on the Community Health Protection Program for the Air Pollution Control
Officer to present to the California Council for Environmental and Economic Balance. Staff
prepared a draft presentation for the Air District Board of Directors and Advisory Council on the
Community Health Protection Program. Staff drafted a letter in response to general comments
received from Air District Director Pauline Cutter regarding the Community Health Protection
Program.

Staff provided planning and outreach efforts for the Air District’s Global Climate Action Summit
and Diesel Free by 33 Forum. Staff continued to collect data and conduct background research to
advance the Air District’s organics recovery strategy and support for local governments. Staff
participated in the internal work group meetings for Rules 13-2 (organic material handling) and 13-
3 (composting operations). Staff participated in the California Freight Mobility Plan (CFMP) 2019
Focus Group Meeting hosted by Caltrans and in collaboration with California industries, public
agencies and stakeholders to consider challenges experienced now and expected in the future by
freight industries due to economic and environmental uncertainties. Staff participated in the
Metropolitan Transportation Commission’s (MTC) Air Quality Taskforce Meeting for the Horizons
project and attended MTCs Horizon Webinar — Draft Regional Forecasts for 3 Futures scenarios.
Webinar discussions included three proposed “what if” questions to be explored in the Horizon
process. MTC staff will look at elements within three futures, (Clean and Green, Rising Tides,
Falling Fortunes and Back to the Future), and identify and quantify opportunity and challenges
using planning, travel and household models to conduct preliminary regional travel forecasts for
each future. Staff continued implementation of the Air District’s California Environmental Quality
Act (CEQA) Guidelines, including: tracking their use by lead agencies; reviewing air quality analysis
in CEQA documents; drafting comment letters for projects; and responding to inquiries from
consultants, local governments, and businesses. Staff completed Stationary Source Information
Form requests for projects in Belmont, Cupertino, Dublin, El Sobrante, Morgan Hill, Mountain
View, Napa, Petaluma, Pleasant Hill, San Carlos, San Jose, and Sunnyvale, Santa Clara and South
San Francisco, and San Jose, Napa. Staff provided a CEQA comment letter to the City of Petaluma
on the Safeway Fuel Center Project Mitigated Negative Declaration and to the Port of Oakland on
the Draft Seaport Air Quality "2020 and Beyond" Plan. Staff continued the update to the Air
District’s CEQA Guidelines and thresholds of significance, including reviewing and analyzing
potential threshold development options, and making edits to the CEQA Guidelines. Staff continued
work on the Department of Water Resources’ California Water Fix proposed offsite mitigation plan.
Staff coordinated two speakers from the Integral Group for a 2018 Breakfast at Beale speaker
series: John Andary, senior principal, spoke on the design of deep green buildings i.e., zero net
energy and carbon neutrality and Andrea Traber, senior principal spoke about Leadership in Energy
and Environmental Design (LEED) and examples of sustainable projects. Staff organized a book
presentation with Dr. Manual Pastor, a Professor of Sociology and American Studies & Ethnicity at
the University of Southern California, on his most recent book entitled “State of Resistance: What
California’s Dizzying Descent and Remarkable Resurgence Mean for America’s Future” scheduled
for October 5, 2018 at the Bay Area Metro Center.
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Climate Protection

Diesel Free by *33: On September 12, 2018, the Air District hosted a day-long event called United
Against GHGs: Diesel Free By ’33 as part of Governor Jerry Brown’s Global Climate Action
Summit (GCAS). Over 200 elected officials, local government staff, fleet managers, industry leaders
and community organization leaders attended this day-long event to discuss how to eliminate diesel
pollution from the Bay Area in the next 15 years. Highlights of the event included keynote
discussions between The Commonwealth Club’s Greg Dalton and Steve Kerr, Head Coach of the
Warriors basketball team and Tanya Muller Garcia, Secretary of the Environment for Mexico City,
and a signing ceremony for the Diesel Free By *33 Statement of Purpose. Currently, the Statement
of Purpose has over 130 signatories, committing to moving their communities and businesses
toward a diesel-free future. The Diesel Free By ’33 Statement of Purpose and supporting resources
can be found on a special website created for this ongoing effort: http://dieselfree33.baagmd.gov/

Climate Protection Grants: Staff began developing and executing contracts for the 17 Climate
Protection Grants awarded to local governments last quarter. Nine of these projects will reduce
GHG emissions from existing buildings, including single- and multi-family residential buildings,
commercial buildings, data centers and community colleges. Additional projects will reduce GHG
emissions through innovative use of renewable energy technologies, reducing short-lived “super-
GHGs,” addressing the embodied carbon in construction and strategic community engagement.

GHG Measurement and Research: Staff conducted a study of methane emissions at the Potrero
Hills Landfill, using the research van and Ultraportable GHG Analyzer to measure methane and
other GHGs at different locations at the landfill. The study was conducted in collaboration with
scientists from Cal Poly University. Staff participated in regular meetings of the broader GHG
research community, through convenings of CalTech, NASA JPL, the Urban CO, Date Synthesis
Group and Lawrence Berkeley National Lab. Staff continued to work on the Research
Collaboration Project, an effort to develop tools and processes for increasing collaboration across
Air District divisions on complex technical initiatives such as the Methane Strategy, GHG Research
Program and AB 617.

Other Activities: Staff attended 17 different events during the Global Climate Action Summit, with
wide-ranging topics, including climate friendly cuisine, super-GHGs, carbon pricing, climate
education and the future of zero-carbon planning. Staff finalized a report prepared by contractor
KyotoUSA on the viability and GHG benefit of Community Choice Energy providers offering 100%
renewable energy as the default enrollment option. Staff attended the CAPCOA Planning Managers
Symposium in Monterey, CA. At the Symposium, staff led a discussion on options for CAPCOA to
support local governments in developing and implementing local climate action plans. Staff made a
presentation, “Climate Change Policy in California” for the incoming members of the Climate Corps
program, which provides trained staff to Bay Area public agencies to implement GHG reduction
activities. Staff hosted a webinar on public engagement for climate action. Staff continues to issue
monthly local government newsletters, sharing information about upcoming climate events or
opportunities.

ASSESSMENT, INVENTORY AND MODELING
P. MARTIEN, ACTING DIRECTOR

Community Air Risk Evaluation (CARE) Program

Staff delivered a presentation on health impacts and sources of diesel particulate matter to the July
19, 2018, Advisory Council meeting. Staff prepared and reviewed support materials for a letter to
the California Air Resources Board (CARB) recommending communities for emission reduction
programs or community air monitoring programs in years 1-5 as required by Assembly Bill (AB)
617. Staff participated in an internal meeting to develop a framework for grant funding for
stationary and mobile sources that will meet the funding requirements specified in Senate Bill (SB)
856. In support of AB 617, staff developed modeling input files for permitted facilities located in
West Oakland for detailed modeling analysis that will be performed for the West Oakland
community emission reduction program. Staff organized and participated in conference calls with
the Port of Oakland and their consultants to discuss the Air District’s need for more detailed
information about emissions at the Seaport than is provided in the publicly available 2017 Seaport
Emissions Inventory Report. In consult with the Air Quality Modeling and Analysis Section and
with the Meteorology and Measurements Division, staff developed a modeling plan for community-
scale modeling to support the West Oakland Community Emissions Reduction Program (CERP).
Air District staff hosted staff from CARB to discuss requirements for a contract they are developing
to create a new database to support AB 617 with an integrated emissions inventory, a community
air quality measurements storage and web portal, and a technology clearinghouse of best available
control technology. Staff reviewed a summary of measurement methods and draft website language
for the Richmond mobile air quality mapping project being conducted by CARB and Environmental
Defense Fund (EDF). Staff presented an overview of UC Berkeley’s BEACO2N (low-cost sensor
network) study to the Environmental Justice Coordinator at San Francisco Public Utilities
Commission. Staff reviewed and provided comments on the Health Risk Assessment (HRA)
performed for a proposed Safeway fuel station in Petaluma, a project originally issued an authority
to construct in 2017, but for which community members requested additional review. Staff
reviewed and provided comments on the proposed methodology for environmental review of the
Phillips 66 Propane Recovery Project.

Emissions Inventories Program

Staff reviewed and provided comments on CARB's draft Criteria and Toxics Emissions Reporting
Regulation and, with Engineering Division, attended CARB's workshop in Oakland on July 31,
2018, on the draft regulation.  Staff submitted 2017 annual criteria and toxic emissions from
permitted stationary sources to ARB for all major facilities. Staff updated emissions reporting
methods by incorporating sources that are only updated in the New Production System (NPS).
Staff developed a contract with Sigma Space Corporation for aircraft wind measurements to
support a National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) project to estimate methane
emissions within facilities. During September, staff oversaw the execution of this contract and
attended daily flight planning and progress meetings during the coordinated deployment of NASA
methane remote sensing flights and Sigma Space wind measurement flights to map methane
emission plumes over Bay Area facilities. Staff attended a vessel speed reduction award event
hosted by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA). This event presented
awards to 13 global shipping firms for their participation in a voluntary vessel speed reduction
initiative, sponsored by NOAA, the Air District, and others, to help to reduce air pollution
emissions and protect whales from lethal ship strikes. In partnership with other Divisions, staff
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finalized sampling plans to use the Air District’s greenhouse gas (GHG) research van during the Cal
State Poly flux chamber study of methane emissions at the Potrero Hills landfill. This study will help
improve methane emissions estimates at landfills under different conditions. Staff participated in
various events and panel discussions taking place in San Francisco as part of the Global Climate
Summit. Staff organized and attended a meeting of the internal Emissions Inventory Special
Committee, which is now focused on the definition of “Particulate Matter” in shared emissions
databases. Staff fulfilled a public records requests for GHG emissions for the Cities of San
Francisco and San Jose.

Air Quality Data Analysis and Modeling Program

Staff continued to participate in Technical Assessment Committee meetings for AB 617. Staff
updated regional modeling emissions inventory for 2016 to be consistent with the latest emissions
inventory estimates from CARB. Staff continued to evaluate and improve regional fine particulate
matter (PM) modeling to support AB 617. Staff continued to analyze observed and simulated PM
data to refine estimates of background PM concentrations in West Oakland. Staff designed regional
modeling simulations to quantify the contribution of emissions outside of West Oakland to West
Oakland’s ambient concentrations. Staff made progress in preparing an air toxics emissions
inventory for modeling. Staff made progress in preparing community-scale modeling for West
Oakland using Air Dispersion Model (AERMOD). Staff reviewed and analyzed traffic count data
collected for West Oakland to support the Air District’s Health Risk Assessment study. Staff
developed a Request for Proposals and evaluated proposals submitted to improve the spatial
allocation of emissions for use in regional models. Staff continued to improve background ozone
estimates. Collaborating with San Jose State University (SJSU), staff continued to evaluate ozone
data collected at Half Moon Bay via ozonesondes. Staff continued to collaborate with NASA’s
Health and Air Quality Applied Science Team (HAQAST) to investigate the impact of October
2017 wild-fire emissions on Bay Area residents and participated in a meeting organized by
HAQAST. Staff updated an analysis of airplane-based methane measurements over Bay Area
refineries and selected landfills. Staff continued the evaluation and preparation of meteorological
data that conforms with U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) recent updates to their
AERMOD. Staff met with Engineering Division staff to discuss emissions estimates from refineries’
heavy liquid streams and met with Metropolitan Transportation Center (MTC) staff to estimate the
health benefits of reduced air pollution from vehicle emission reductions. Staff completed several
public records requests for meteorological data and a records request from RAMBOLL to support
their source apportionment study for CALPINE Corporation. Staff participated in the 2018 EPA
Regional/State/Local Modeler’s Workshop via weblink.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT AND POLICY DIVISION
E. YURA, DIRECTOR

Rule Development

Particulate Matter Rules: Proposed New Regulation 6, Amended Rule 6-1, and New Rule 6-
6: The Air District’s foundation for particulate matter (PM) control is Regulation 6. This includes
basic restrictions on opacity and emissions of total suspended particulate. Some of the essential
requirements of this rule haven’t been updated since 1990. Updating Regulation 6, Rule 1 is a
necessary first step to ensure we have a solid foundation for upcoming PM rules. In addition to an
update of Regulation 6, Rule 1, staff incorporated requirements for fugitive dust control from bulk
material storage and handling facilities and established a set of definitions and test methods in new
Regulation 6 that will apply for all current and future PM rules. These rules will significantly reduce
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PM emissions that contribute to localized problems and regional PM exposure. Staff proposes an
additional new rule addressing trackout from construction sites, Rule 6-6: Prohibition of Trackout.

The Regulation 6 regulatory package was published to the Air District’s website on April 5, 2018.
Staff received several substantive comments, revised the proposals and re-published the package on
June 21, 2018. These proposals were adopted at the August 1, 2018 Board Meeting.

Refinery Rules Settlement Agreement Efforts: The Air District entered into a settlement
agreement on March 24, 2017 that addresses three rules: Rule 6-5: Particulate Emissions from
Refinery Fluidized Catalytic Cracking Units, Rule 8-18: Equipment Leaks, and Rule 11-10:
Petroleum Refinery Cooling Towers that were approved on December 16, 2015. The Air District
entered into second settlement agreement on March 1, 2018, that addresses two rules: Rule 9-14:
Petroleum Coke Calcining Operations, and Rule 12-15: Petroleum Refining Emissions Tracking
that were approved on April 20, 2016. These five rules comprise the Air District’s Refinery
Strategy. The Settlement Agreements obligate the Air District to propose amendments to Rules 6-5,
8-18, and 11-10 by November 1, 2018, and propose amendments to Rule 12-15 by December 1,
2018. The Air District’s Legal Division recommended conducting an EIR for these rulemaking
projects because some of the amendments could be characterized as relaxation of the current rules.

There was enough time to determine emissions impacts, complete amendments, conduct
workshops, and develop a Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) for each of the rule projects
with the exception of Rule 8-18. The Air District and the five refineries are currently conducting a
“Heavy Liquids Study” to obtain better information on heavy liquid leak rates and to develop
appropriate emission factors. The study is expected to reach completion by the end of 2018 and the
subsequent report is expected by spring 2019. The results of the Heavy Liquids Study impact the
amendments required for Rule 12-15 as interim emission factors are currently included in the
settlement agreement for Rule 12-15. Amendments to Rule 12-15 will reference final emissions
factors for Heavy Liquid fugitive leaks that would be incorporated into the amendments to Rule 8-
18.

The lawsuits that challenged these rules were based on these rules being all one project, and
therefore the CEQA analysis should have considered these rules as one project. Any DEIR required
for amendments to these rules will most likely be structured to consider the amendments to each
rule as individual projects. The DEIR will include a cumulative impacts analysis addressing, among
other things, the cumulative impacts of all of these three rules. There is not enough time to
determine emissions impacts, complete Rule 8-18 and develop a DEIR by November 1, 2018. The
cumulative impacts analysis will be updated when Rule 8-18 is proposed for revisions as anticipated
in the second half of 2019. Staff has completed amendments and DEIR for Rule 6-5, Rule 11-10,
and Rule 12-15 and working with litigants to potentially extend the deadline for amendments to
Rule 8-18 as needed. As the Heavy Liquid Study and subsequent report near completion, a more
realistic completion date for proposed rule amendments and CEQA analysis will be determined.

Staff will publish the proposed amendments to Rule 6-5, Rule 11-10, and Rule 12-15 along with a
staff report and DEIR in late October 2018. The public hearing for these regulatory changes will be
held at the Air District headquarters on December 19, 2018.

Organic Materials Handling and Compost Rules: As part of its 75 percent by 2020 waste
recycling goal and to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, California has mandated that organic waste
be diverted from landfills. The increased volume of organic waste diverted from landfills is
overwhelming the capacity of existing composting facilities, resulting in excess methane and volatile
organic compound (VOC) emissions and significant odors from poorly managed composting
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operations, stockpiles, and other organic waste handling operations. CalRecycle estimates that these
statewide organic waste diversion goals will nearly double the amount of organic waste processed
in the Bay Area requiring 12 to 15 new facilities on top of the 20 facilities currently permitted in the
Air District.

Staff is developing two rules that will improve tracking of organic waste and minimize emissions of
methane, VOCs and odor-causing compounds while providing best management practices and
control requirements for composting operations. Draft Rule 13-2: Organic Material Handling will
address emissions from all operations handling organic waste material, and draft Rule 13-3:
Composting Operations will address emissions from facilities that actively produce compost. The
rules will improve the accuracy of emissions inventory for this source category, strengthen
compliance and enforcement to prevent excess emissions and odors, and ensure consistency in
permitting of these facilities.

Staff will introduce a concept paper to the public through four workshops scheduled for early
November 2018 in conjunction with the Regulation 13, Rule 13-2, Rule 13-3, Rule 13-4 and Rule
8-34 projects. Draft rules and a workshop paper are anticipated to be shared with the public in a
series of workshops in the First Quarter of 2019, with a final staff report and proposed rules
presented to the Board for approval in the Third Quarter of 20109.

Regulation 13: Climate Pollutants: Staff is developing a regulation that will serve as a repository
of terms and methods for source and sector specific rules on climate pollutant emissions. Regulation
13: Climate Pollutants would establish, where necessary, uniform definitions, administrative
requirements, monitoring and recordkeeping requirements, and test methods that apply to
regulating emissions of climate pollutants within the Air District’s jurisdiction. Regulation 13 would
provide a foundation from which industry- or pollutant-specific rules addressing climate pollutants
can be developed and would eliminate the need to make changes to multiple rules when broadly
applicable measurement techniques or methods evolve.

Staff will introduce the concepts of Regulation 13 to the public during joint workshops on
November 1, 2018, November 5, 2018, November 7, 2018 and November 8, 2018, alongside draft
Rules 13-1: Significant Methane Releases; 13-2: Organic Material Handling; 13-3: Composting
Operations; 13-4: Waste Water Treatment Operations; and 8-34: Solid Waste Disposal Sites.

Rule 13-1: Significant Methane Releases: The Air District is developing a new rule, Regulation
13, Rule 1, to address significant methane releases throughout the Bay Area. This rule would ensure
that methane emissions are minimized should a catastrophic failure of equipment result in the release
of methane gas on a large scale. Rule 13-1 is the first rule of the Air District’s Basin-Wide Methane
Strategy. Draft Rule 13-1 would address very large methane releases similar to the Aliso Canyon
leak and other smaller (but also significant) methane releases. Draft Rule 13-1 addresses methane
releases over 10,000 parts per million (ppm) at any Bay Area source. In order to focus on large
methane releases, the draft Rule also includes a provision to exempt low-volume (but high
concentration) methane releases; such releases are defined as those that are above 10,000 ppm but
with mass emissions below 10 pounds per day. Workshops are scheduled between, November 1,
2018 through November 8, 2018. We expect to bring the proposed rule to the board for adoption
during the first half of 2019.

AB 617 BARCT Schedule Development: Assembly Bill 617 (AB 617), approved July 26, 2017,

amends California Health and Safety Code section 40920.6 and requires each air district that is a

nonattainment area for one or more air pollutants to adopt an expedited schedule by January 1,

2019 for implementation of best available retrofit control technology (BARCT) by the earliest
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feasible date, but no later than December 31, 2023. This requirement applies to each industrial
source subject to California Greenhouse Gas (GHG) Cap-and-Trade requirements. The schedule
must give priority to any sources that have not had emissions limits modified for the greatest period
of time. The schedule does not apply to sources that have implemented BARCT since 2007.

The overall purpose of BARCT implementation is to reduce criteria pollutant emissions from
significant industrial sources that currently participate in the GHG Cap-and-Trade system. The Cap-
and-Trade system is designed to address and limit GHG emissions and allows sources to comply
with Cap-and-Trade limits by either reducing emissions at the source or purchasing GHG emission
allowances. Emissions of criteria pollutants and toxic air contaminants are often associated with
GHG emissions, and these criteria pollutants and toxic air contaminants may impact local
communities that are already suffering a disproportionate burden from air pollution The proposed
Expedited BARCT Implementation Schedule includes six potential rule development projects to
address emissions from organic liquid storage tanks, petroleum wastewater treating, Portland
Cement Manufacturing, refinery fluid catalytic crackers and CO boilers, refinery heavy liquid leaks,
and petroleum coke calcining.

Staff published a concept paper in May 2018 and initial staff report in September 2018. Staff
solicited public comments on these documents and provided updates on the development of the
schedule to the Stationary Source Committee in May 2018 and to the Board of Directors in
September 2018. Staff also met with Bay Area refiners on, June 6, 2018 and June 29, 2018 to
discuss the potential BARCT rule development efforts. Staff evaluated input from these sources and
continued coordination efforts with CARB and other air districts to further develop the schedule.
Staff published the proposed Expedited BARCT Implementation Schedule and staff report on
October 23, 2018 and is accepting public comments until December 7, 2018.

Implementation of the BARCT Schedule may result in the installation of a number of air pollution
control systems and equipment at the affected facilities, which may result in potentially significant
environmental impacts. Staff published a CEQA Notice of Preparation/Initial Study for the BARCT
Schedule on August 7, 2018, and a scoping meeting was held on August 24, 2018, where
attendance and public comments were minimal. A Draft EIR and Notice of Completion/Availability
was posted on the Air District Website on October 23, 2018 along with the proposed schedule and
staff report, and staff is accepting public comments until December 7, 2018. The Draft EIR
identifies potentially significant impacts on air quality from short-term emissions associated with the
construction of air pollution control equipment, and potentially significant impacts on water demand
from water usage associated with the operation of air pollution control equipment.

The public hearing to consider adoption of the schedule and certification of the EIR is scheduled for
the Air District Board of Directors meeting on December 19, 2018.

Air Quality

During the third quarter of 2018, there were three exceedances of the national 8-hour 70 ppb ozone
standard and two exceedances of the California state one-hour standard. Ten Spare the Air Alerts
were called (July 26, 2018; August 8, 2018, August 9, 2018, August 18, 2018, August 19, 2018,
August 23, 2018 and August 24, 2018; September 3, 2018, September 25, 2018, and September
26, 2018). On July 26, 2018, light winds and strong high pressure caused inland temperatures to
reach the mid-90s. However, onshore winds developed during the afternoon hours, dispersing
pollutants, and preventing an exceedance. On August 8, 2018, August 9, 2018, and August 18,
2018, smoke from northern California wildfires, combined with inland temperatures in the upper-
90s to near 100°F, resulted in exceedances on August 9, 2018 and August 18, 2018, with a strong
onshore flow lowering ozone concentrations on the August 19, 2018. On August 23, 2018 and 24
wildfire smoke mixed with fog offshore moved into the Bay Area, leading to multiple exceedances
of the national 24-hour PM, s standard. Additional smoke impacts were observed on, September 3,
2018, as smoke from northern California fires impacted the Bay Area. No exceedances were
recorded. On September 25, 2018 and September 26, 2018, high pressure over northern California
brought light winds and inland temperatures in the mid-90s. However, a strong afternoon sea breeze
kept ozone concentrations below the national standard.

Air Monitoring

Thirty-three air monitoring sites were operational from July through September 2018.
Meteorological sensors were audited during the third quarter. These sites were also surveyed in
preparation for retrofitting to a safer and more efficient method of attaching meteorological sensors
to the towers.

Four new staff members started in the Air Monitoring Section during the third quarter. Max Dillon,
Hao Zhou, Justin Dumas, and Jack Connor were hired as Air Quality Instrument Specialists to fill a
combination of new positions providing support for community monitoring initiatives, and backfill
positions open due to retirements. In addition, Charity Garland was promoted to the role of
Supervising Air Quality Instrument Specialist in the Special Monitoring Group of the Air
Monitoring Section.

Air Monitoring Section and Performance Evaluation staff participated in the Environmental
Protection Agencies National Ambient Air Monitoring Conference in Portland, Oregon. This
biannual conference provides a unique opportunity for air monitoring professionals from Federal,
State, and Local Agencies, as well as technology vendors from across the country to come together
and share information and ideas.

Performance Evaluation

The Performance Evaluation (PE) Section conducted EPA-mandated performance audits at 28 Air
District air monitoring stations, verifying 75 separate parameters during the third quarter of 2018.
Three Operations Data Action Monitoring Notifications (ODAMNS) were issued for excursions
outside of defined operational limits. Three Corrective Action Reports (CARS) were issued for
minor issues that did not affect data quality. The National Air Quality System Database was
updated with all audit results.
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Ground-Level Monitoring (GLM) audits of Hydrogen Sulfide (H.S) and Sulfur Dioxide (SO,)
analyzers were conducted at the Tesoro, Valero and Chevron Refineries. Audits were performed at
10 GLM locations; 19 gas analyzers were tested. All GLM gas analyzers tested met the Air
District’s performance evaluation (audit) criteria.

The PE Section participated in the EPA’s Total System Audit (TSA) during the period of July 23-
26, 2018. EPA observed a full-station dynamic performance evaluation (gas analyzer and
particulate sampler audit) conducted by PE Section staff at the Berkeley Aquatics Park, near-road
Air-monitoring station.

Staff began upgrades to the Incident Response Van to improve automation.

Regular departmental duties continued, including: audit report preparation; report review;
informational inquiries; database management; equipment testing, calibration, verification,
maintenance and repair; supply and consumable purchasing; budget maintenance; gas cylinder
testing, shipping and receiving; training; documentation of duties, and general upkeep of the
section.

Source Test

The Source Test (ST) Section continued evaluations of new measurement technologies and several
test procedures relevant to AB-617, Regulation 11-18 and emission inventory improvement. ST
staff provided support to the Rules Section on development of new rule language and evaluation of
GHG measurement technologies. ST staff participated on the Emission Inventory Special
Committee, attended workgroup meetings (GHG Research, Research Collaboration Project,
Organics Recovery, etc.), and continued work on draft revisions of the Manual of Procedures
Volumes IV and V. Technical support and interpretation continued to be provided to other
Divisions regarding AB-617 implementation, including technical assessment, and ongoing support
to Engineering and Compliance & Enforcement on emission data interpretation, permit
development and recommendations for further evaluation indicating potential violations.

Efforts to fill vacancies and workload gaps proceeded, including discussions regarding prioritization
and possible redirection of duties. ST staff continued to work on reorganization and training tasks.

Routine Source Test Sections duties continued which include:

e Performance of CEM Field Accuracy Tests on monitors installed at large source emission
points.

e Performance of source tests to determine emissions of precursor organic compounds,
filterable and condensable particulate matter and toxic air contaminants.

e Performance of tests to assess the compliance status of gasoline cargo tanks, gasoline
dispensing facilities, gasoline terminal loading and vapor recovery systems.

e Evaluation of independent contractor conducted source tests to determine report
acceptability and source compliance.
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e Evaluation of CEMS installations and ongoing compliance, including monitoring plan
review and approval.

Laboratory

The laboratory continues to perform its ongoing, routine analyses related to Air Monitoring
activities.

In addition to regularly scheduled samples, the laboratory participated in an EPA TSA and
performed analyses in support of Compliance & Enforcement and Source Test actions.

Burning

RECOMMENDED ACTION

Recommend the Board of Directors authorize the Executive Officer/APCO to execute a contract
with The Davey Tree Expert Company in an amount not to exceed $150,000 for the purposes of
continuing the Agricultural Waste Chipping Program to reduce open burning and its associated
particulate matter (PM) emissions.

BACKGROUND

The Bay Area Air Quality Management District (Air District) wishes to enter into an agreement
in an amount not to exceed $150,000 to provide agricultural waste chipping services to private
property owners who decide to chip their agricultural waste in lieu of open burning the material.

DISCUSSION

The Agricultural Waste Chipping Program assists property owners in disposing of agricultural
waste material from certain qualifying agricultural operations by providing free chipping
services in lieu of open burning the material. As a non-burning disposal method, chipping is
expected to reduce PM emissions compared to burning. The Air District is non-attainment for the
daily deferral and annual state PM2s standards and reducing open burning will reduce PM
loading into the Air District’s air basin, especially during the wintertime season when PM
pollution is heaviest.

This work results in a contract amount that exceeds $100,000 and therefore requires Board of
Directors approval.

BUDGET CONSIDERATION/FINANCIAL IMPACT

None. Funding for this Program is included in the Fiscal Year Ending 2019 Budget and will be
funded by the 104 Account.

Set a Public Hearing for December 19, 2018 to Consider Adoption of proposed AB 617 Expedited
Best Available Retrofit Control Technology (BARCT) Implementation Schedule and
Certification of a Final Environmental Impact Report (EIR) pursuant to the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).

DISCUSSION

Assembly Bill 617, approved July 26, 2017, amends California Health and Safety Code section
40920.6 et seq. and requires each air district that is a nonattainment area for one or more air
pollutants to adopt an expedited schedule for implementation of best available retrofit control
technology (BARCT) on specified facilities by the earliest feasible date, but no later than
December 31, 2023. Local air districts are required to adopt this schedule before January 1, 2019.
This requirement applies to each industrial source subject to California Greenhouse Gas (GHG)
Cap-and-Trade requirements. The overall purpose of BARCT implementation is to reduce criteria
pollutant emissions from significant industrial sources that currently participate in the GHG Cap-
and-Trade system.

In developing the Expedited BARCT Implementation Schedule Air District staff reviewed the
status of BARCT Implementation for all source categories at affected facilities and, as a result of
that review, proposes six potential rule development projects aimed at addressing emissions from:
1) organic liquid storage tanks; 2) petroleum wastewater treating; 3) Portland cement
manufacturing; 4) refinery fluid catalytic crackers and CO gas boilers; 5) refinery heavy liquid
leaks; and 6) petroleum coke calcining.



Based on a CEQA Initial Study, staff developed an EIR for adoption of the Expedited BARCT
Implementation schedule. The draft EIR for the Expedited BARCT Implementation Schedule
concluded that air quality impacts associated with the construction of air pollution control
equipment would be potentially significant after mitigation and cumulatively considerable. Water
demand impacts from the operation of air pollution control equipment were found to be potentially
significant after mitigation and cumulatively considerable. Mitigation measures are required for
air quality impacts from construction activities and water demand impacts from operation of air
pollution control equipment.

SCHEDULE DEVELOPMENT PROCESS

Air District staff posted the CEQA Notice of Preparation / Initial Study of environmental impacts
on August 7, 2018. Air District staff conducted a CEQA Scoping Meeting on August 24, 2018 at
the Air District’s offices. Comments for the CEQA analysis were due by September 7, 2018. The
CEQA Initial Study and comments are found in the Draft Environmental Impact Report, Appendix
A

Air District staff posted the draft schedule and concept paper on May 24, 2018 to solicit input, and
accepted comments through June 15, 2018. Staff posted a revised draft schedule and initial staff
report on September 5, 2018 to solicit input and identify any potential issues and concerns.
Comments for the revised draft schedule and initial staff report were due by October 5, 2018. The
Air District used the public’s input, along with further investigation and analysis by staff to develop
the proposed schedule and staff report, and present to the Air District’s Board of Directors for their
consideration.

Note that each individual rule development project will also follow the standard rule development
process. As described in the schedule, rule development activity is anticipated to occur throughout
the period from 2018 to 2021.

Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (Public Resources Code § 21000 et seq.),
notice is hereby given that the Air District Board of Directors will consider certification of the
Environmental Impact Report that analyzes the proposed Expedited BARCT Implementation
Schedule pursuant to Public Resources Code 15206, 15087(c) and section 21080(d) and CEQA
Guidelines 815088 et seq.

BUDGET CONSIDERATIONS/FINANCIAL IMPACTS

Provisions in the schedule will have minor impacts on Rule Development, Engineering,
Meteorology and Measurements, and Compliance and Enforcement. In each case, increases in
work will be handheld consistently with existing workload priorities. No increase in personnel or
costs is anticipated.

Set a Public Hearing for December 19, 2018 to Consider Adoption of Proposed Amendments to
Regulation 6, Rule 5: Particulate Matter from Refinery Fluid Catalytic Cracking Units, Adoption
of Proposed Amendments to Regulation 11, Rule 10: Hexavalent Chromium Emissions from All
Cooling Towers and Total Hydrocarbon Emissions from Petroleum Refinery Cooling Towers,
Adoption of Proposed Amendments to Regulation 12, Rule 15: Petroleum Refining Emissions
Tracking and Certification of a Final Environmental Impact Report (EIR) Pursuant to the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).

DISCUSSION

Amendments to the three Refinery rules are being proposed to implement commitments made in
settling two lawsuits filed regarding the initial adoption of these rules. The proposed amendments
clarify exemptions, definitions, and requirements for specific sections of all three rules.

e Amendments to Rule 6-5 are simply clarifications of original intent.

e Amendments to Rule 11-10 reduce monitoring of cooling towers for hydrocarbon leaks
from daily to weekly, with provisions to extend monitoring periods after proving no leaks
for an extended time. Costs for daily monitoring were found to be excessive relative to the
potential hydrocarbon emission reductions. Requirements for cooling tower best
management practices and reporting were eliminated when found to be focused primarily
on Process Safety Management and cooling water chemistry rather than leak detection.

e Amendments to Rule 12-15 established thresholds for reporting requirements for non-
crude oil feedstock imports, and processes for handling and securing confidential
information were clarified.



A draft EIR was prepared for all three proposed amended rules as individual projects under CEQA,
and the three proposed amended rules are being addressed in a single EIR for administrative
convenience. The draft EIR finds that air quality impacts will be significant because the proposed
amendments to Rule 11-10 involve changing existing monitoring requirements for refinery cooling
towers. Changing monitoring frequency as proposed in amendments to Rule 11-10 would not
result in an increase in actual emissions because the amendments are consistent with how the Rule
has been implemented since its adoption. However, the change in monitoring frequency, when
compared to the rule language as adopted, could theoretically allow for an emissions impact since
less frequent monitoring may allow a potential future leak to go undetected for a longer period of
time. The Air District’s believes that a theoretical impact of increased emissions relative to the rule
language that was never implemented does not require analysis under CEQA. However, for the
sake of transparency and thoroughness, the Air District is analyzing these theoretical impacts so
that the public understands the difference between the rule as it was originally adopted (though not
implemented) and the rule as proposed.

The only feasible method to reduce emissions of reactive organic gases from cooling towers is
more frequent monitoring and repair, but this method was concluded to not be feasible due to
economic factors as per CEQA Guidelines §15364. Thus, no feasible mitigation measures have
been identified that could avoid the significant impact or reduce the impact to less than significant.

RULE DEVELOPMENT PROCESS

Air District staff posted the CEQA Notice of Preparation / Initial Study of environmental impacts
on August 1, 2018. Air District staff conducted a CEQA Scoping Meeting on Monday, August 20,
2018 at the Air District’s office’s. Comments for the CEQA analysis were due by Friday,
September 7, 2018. The CEQA Initial Study and comments are found in the Draft Environmental
Impact Report, Appendix A.

Air District staff posted the proposed amendments to Rule 6-5, Rule 11-10, and Rule 12-15 and
initial staff report on August 20, 2018 to solicit input and identify any potential issues and
concerns. Comments for the draft amendments and initial staff report were due by Friday,
September 21, 1018. The Air District used the public’s input, along with further investigation and
analysis by staff to develop the final proposed amendments, and present to the Air District’s Board
of Directors for their consideration.

Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (Public Resources Code § 21000 et seq.),
notice is hereby given that the Air District Board of Directors will consider certification of the
Environmental Impact Report that analyzes the proposed amendments to all three regulations

On September 27, 2018, the California Air Resouyées Board (CARB) approved the Bay Area Air
Management District’s (Air District) recommended communities for development of a community
monitoring plan and a community emission \reduction plan for the state’s Community Air
Protection Program. The Community AimgPrQtection Program was established by the state to
implement Assembly Bill 617 (AB 617

West Oakland was approved for an émission reduction plan and the Richmond area was selected
for a monitoring plan in year Qne bf the state’s program. The West Oakland Environmental
Indicators Project (WOEIP)/will be our.co-lead in the West Oakland effort. WOEIP has a long
history of community plagriQasand adveCacy to reduce residents’ exposure to diesel particulate
matter and toxic air coptaminants. ln Righmond, we have an opportunity to leverage many historic
and current monitoging‘studies, . Therg are a complex mix of emission sources in the Richmond
area. Our primarygoahof theRichmond monitoring effort will be to better characterize the area’s
mix of sources and th moreAully understand the associated air quality and pollution impacts before
initiating anfemissions reduetign plan for that community.

The Air Bustfict inciuded in its recommendations to CARB a list of communities for years two
threugiy=five of ithe state’s program. These communities included East Oakland/San Leandro,
Eastern’ San Francisco, the Pittsburg-Bay Point area, San Jose, the Tri-Valley area, and Vallejo.
Like’Richmoegd and West Oakland, current data shows that these communities have higher levels
of envirbnmental exposures and more significant health burdens compared to the rest of the Bay
Area. These health burdens increase vulnerability to environmental exposures. The recommended
list of high priority communities for monitoring and/or emission reduction plans will be revisited
and re-submitted to CARB every year. The CARB board makes the final decision about which
communities will be selected for community plans for that year.

Re: Update on Canadian Oil Sands Crude

RECOMMENDED ACTION

BACKGROUND

Over the past number of years, environmental advocacy, community and non-governmental
organizations (NGO) have come to numerous board meetings to express concerns about the
prospect and practice of refining what they term progressively “heavier” crude oils at Bay Area
refineries. These groups have particularly expressed concerns about the climate and local air
quality impacts of refining Canadian oil sands crudes.

Oil sands or tar sands are loose sands or partially consolidated sandstone containing a naturally
occurring mixture of sand, clay, water and an extremely viscous form of petroleum known as
bitumen. These types of petroleum deposits are found in Kazakhstan, Russia, and Venezuela but
the largest reserves worldwide are found in Canada. The total proven reserves of oil sands globally
are estimated at approximately 250 billion barrels, of which 179 billion barrels or 71 percent, are
in Alberta, Canada. The Athabasca oil sands are Alberta’s largest bitumen deposit and the largest
bitumen deposit in the world, containing about 80 percent of the Alberta total reserve. Canada’s
total oil sands reserve is estimated to be the third largest in the world behind the conventional crude
oil reserves of Saudi Arabia and Venezuela and account for about 10 percent of proven petroleum
reserves.

Oil sands crude is extracted using two methods 1) surface mining and 2) in-situ steam extraction.
Both of these processes are greenhouse gas, water, and energy intensive and, in the case of surface
mining, require significant disturbance of the existing environment and subsequent remediation.
Oil sands also contain significant amounts of hydrogen sulfide, similar to California crudes which
also require additional processing as part of refining.



DISCUSSION

Staff and guests will provide the Board of Directors with background on Canadian Oil Sands crude;
local concerns regarding oil sands crude use and a recap on total Canadian crude oil use at Bay
Area Refineries.
