• Continue providing an additional 12 months of flexibility for grantees 
to start their projects (policy #8).

• Combine On-Road Light- and Medium-Duty Zero- and Partial-Zero-
Emissions Vehicles (policy #23) and On-Road Heavy-Duty Zero- and 
Partial-Zero-Emissions Trucks and Buses (policy #24) into one 
category.
