Review. The Title V Permit is a compilation of all existing applicable local, state and
federal air quality requirements including emissions limits and standards, monitoring,
record-keeping, and reporting requirements. The initial Title V permit for Lehigh
Southwest Cement Company was issued on November 5, 2003.
