Amendments, the Federal Operating Permit Program, and BAAQMD Regulation 2, Rule 6 - Major
Facility Review. The permits summarize all air pollutant emission requirements that apply to each
source of emissions at each facility. There have been no significant changes in air pollutant
emissions at this facility since the current Title V permit was issued on December 12, 2017.
